They have quickly developed a daily routine of reading, both at home and at school, 
and are enjoying the challenge of quizzing.  We are pleased that they are all trying 
hard to achieve their individual end of term target; they love to share their progress 
and achievements with staff around school – keep up the excellent effort everyone! 

Children achieving their half-termly target are rewarded with Dojo points by their 
class teacher and, if they achieve all six half-termly targets this year, will be awarded 
with an AR Sixer badge, which we hope they will wear with pride. 

Reading achievements are celebrated in our Junior Oscar Assembly each week. The class 
from each year group who have read the most words that week, receives a trophy to keep 
in class. The total word count for all the Juniors is revealed and any pupils achieving a word 
count of one million words, receives a Word Millionaire certificate and medal. We are 
excited to find out who will be our first Word Millionaire!

Fantastic Foundations for Reading! 

Even before starting school, our children are introduced to a range of colourful and exciting 

texts, and books are promoted as important, interactive and fun during our pre-school 

activities.  As soon as children start school, they are exposed to a wide range of texts and 

their opinions and preferences are encouraged from the beginning. (One keen little reader 

has already enthusiastically worked his way through an entire set of “Elmer” books to share 

at home!)  Our creative, stimulating continuous provision hosts a variety of rich, quality 

texts in every area of learning and we have several enticing, cosy book-themed reading 

tents where children can enjoy texts and begin to develop their confidence as readers.  

As soon as children begin to learn their Letters and Sounds, we encourage them to see 

themselves as readers. Their excitement about books and confidence to attempt to read is 

our main aim at these early stages.  Books are referenced, discussed and revisited at every 

stage of children’s learning so that they want to be “authors” long before they are able to 

write formally.   

A detailed information session for parents in September also impacts positively on children’s 

attitudes towards reading.

My name is August. I won't describe what I look like. 

Whatever you're thinking, it's probably worse.' 

Auggie wants to be an ordinary ten-year-old. He does ordinary things - eating ice cream, playing on 
his Xbox. He feels ordinary - inside. But ordinary kids don't make other ordinary kids run away screaming in 
playgrounds. Ordinary kids aren't stared at wherever they go.  

Born with Trecher Collins Syndrome, a facial abnormality, Auggie has been home-schooled by his 
parents his whole life. Now, for the first time, he's being sent to a real school - and he's dreading it. All he 
wants is to be accepted - but can he convince his new classmates that he's just like them, underneath it all? 
 
                WONDER is a fantastic book, which is incredibly moving and will make you laugh and cry. With 
powerful messages at the heart of its storyline, I promise, you will not be able to put it down and you will want 
to read Auggie Pullman’s story again . . . and again . . . and again . . .

My favourite book is Charlie and the Chocolate Factory by Roald Dahl.  I read this book for the first time 

when I was about 7 years old; I loved it then, and I still love it now.  Roald Dahl is one of my favourite children’s 
authors because he writes with such great imagination and flair. 
  Charlie Bucket, the main character, is a poor working-class boy, who lives with his Mum and Dad and 
both sets of grandparents in a small wooden house at the edge of town. Charlie often hears about the local 
chocolate factory, owned by Willy Wonka, in stories told by his Grandpa Joe. When Charlie hears about a 
competition run by the factory, which involves finding five golden tickets in a chocolate bar, he can only dream 
about winning. Charlie has a couple of attempts, but as he is poor, he cannot afford a chocolate bar every day 
like his friends at school. Four of the five tickets are found, and Charlie’s hope fades; but fate steps in and after 
finding 50 pence in the gutter, Charlie buys a Whipple-Scrumptious Fudgemallow Delight and finds the fifth and 
last ticket. He then sets off on his tour of the factory with Grandpa Joe and four other children, who are rude, 
spoilt and greedy, and meets the infamous Willy Wonka.  

This story really taps into your imagination and makes use of many senses. Even though you can’t 
physically taste the chocolate, you can taste it through the words on the page. You can smell the chocolate river, 
you can feel the marshmallow pillows, you can see the fizzy lemonade swimming pools. Willy Wonka and his 
Oompa-Loompas live in such a vibrant and fantastic chocolate factory, which sounds amazing! 

In the story, Dahl describes the children as perfect examples of greed, laziness and bad-manners, and 
highlights that these people will not get far in life. I think this book provides a great message for children; no 
matter what background you are from, if you persevere and remain true to yourself, you will get there in the 
end.
